2.  �For high school senior applicants, prepare a one (1) page 

essay describing why you are interested in engineering or 

science.  For college senior applicants, prepare a one (1) 

page essay describing your career plan.

3.  ��Provide a current o�cial transcript of your grades.

4.  �Provide a copy of your Oneida Tribal Enrollment Card.

5.  �For high school senior applicants, provide a copy of your 

college acceptance letter.

6.  �For high school senior applicants, provide a copy of ACT 

and/or SAT test scores.

n �Pursuing, or intending to pursue, a degree in any 

engineering or earth/environmental �eld.

n �For high school senior applicants, have a GPA of 3.0 (on a 

4.0 scale) or higher. For college senior applicants, have a 

GPA of 3.0 (on a 4.0 scale) or higher.

n �Extracurricular and Community involvement.
